NOTICE OF APPEAL
(Article 352 C.C.P.)
Appellants
Dated August 20, 2019

1. The Appellants appeal from a judgment of the Superior Court, District of Montreal,
rendered by the Honourable Chantal Corriveau (the “Judge a Quo”) on July 19, 2019 (the
“‘Judgment a Quo”), which is attached hereto as Schedule 1, together with the Avis de
Jugement dated July 29, 2019;

2. In their 2" Re-Amended Application to Authorize the Bringing of a Class Action and
to Appoint the Status of Representative Plaintiffs (the “Application”), the Appellants al-
leged that the mortgage prepayment penalties charged by the Respondents for fixed-
term mortgages in excess of three months of interest are abusive and illegal;

3. As a subsidiary cause of action, the Appellants alleged that Respondents the Cana-
dian Imperial Bank of Commerce and CIBC Mortgages Inc. (collectively the “CIBC”) un-
lawfully applied a shortened amortization period when calculating the notional amount of
interest payable under the Comparison Rate referred to in their agreements, thereby in-
creasing the interest rate differential (“IRD”) used to calculate the prepayment penalty.’

This subsidiary cause of action concerned the CIBC only;

4. The Judge a Quo dismissed the Appellants’ Application against all Respondents
(except for the CIBC concerning the use of a shortened amortization period), finding that
article 575(2) C.C.P. was not satisfied. The Judge a Quo concluded that the 3 other crite-

ria of article 575 C.C.P. were met;

5. The Appellants respectfully submit that the Judge a Quo made palpable errors in
law and in fact in her analysis of article 575(2) C.C.P. and that the class action should be
authorized against all Respondents with respect to the illegality of the prepayment
penalties. In particular, the Judge erred in concluding that this Court’s decision on the
merits in Banque Toronto-Dominion c. Brunelle,? is a bar to the present class action being
authorized, even though she had previously dismissed Respondent the Banque de
Montréal’s application to adduce the litigious clause in Brunelle into evidence;

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l. Appellants’ causes of action

6. The Appellants’ main causes of action are straight forward: First, the Appellants al-
leged that the clause in their respective hypothecary loan agreements providing for mort-
gage prepayment penalties was never brought to their attention at the time of signing
their respective contracts and that the wording of the clause and its application was in-
comprehensible to them;

7. As such, the Appellants alleged and argued that the Respondents engaged in un-
lawful and illegal conduct, notably because they contravene subsubsections 6(4) and 8(1)
of the Cost of Borrowing (Banks) Regulations, (SOR/2001-101);

8. Second, the Appellants submitted that the prepayment penalty clause is illegal be-
cause it contravenes both the Civil Code of Quebec and the federal regulations and
guidelines that Respondents undertook to comply with and admitted was binding upon
them, in particular CG-4 Information box examples for the Cost of Borrowing Regulations,
by enabling a charge of more than the difference between the interest rate charged to the
Appellants and class members, on one hand, and the interest rate charged at the time of
the reimbursement to other consumers similarly situated. This was effected by either: (a)
falsely adding the “discount” given at the time of the loan; or (b) by subtracting the “dis-
count” from the posted rate (at the time of the reimbursement) on the false assumption
that the discount given to Appellants is identical for everyone all the time, which is simply
not the case;

9. Given that the “discount” varies, the inclusion of this factor falsifies the calculation
and artificially increases the loss that the Respondents were entitled to claim, contrary to
the law;

10. As this portion of the prepayment clause was and is illegal, the only appropriate
remedy — save for rewriting the clause — was to declare that the Respondents could only

charge three months of interest and to order them to reimburse the difference;

11. The prepayment penalty clause is both incomprehensible and illegal because of the
addition of the element of “discount” in said clause;

12. Additionally, Appellants argued and filed evidence confirming that some Respond-

ents did not inform the borrowers of the discount (Caisses Desjardins) or of the calcula-

tion of the prepayment penalty at the time of reimbursement (Toronto-Dominion Bank),
which was ignored by the Judge a Quo;

Il. Facts and Proceedings

13. On or about March 2, 2015, Ms. Haroch signed a Convention de CréditFlex Valeur
domiciliaire TD avec garantie immobiliére* and a Convention de modification de la con-
vention CréditFlex Valeur domiciliaire TD avec garantie immobiliére® for a residential pro-
perty situated in Ville St-Laurent. The Toronto-Dominion Bank (the “TD”) secured Ms.
Haroch’s loan with a Contrat d'hypothéque collatérale notarized on March 11, 2015;°

14. Ms. Haroch’s hypothecary loan was fixed for a closed term of 5-years at a fixed in-
terest rate of 2.79% (with a 25-year amortization period) after deduction of a “discount” of
1.95%;

15. In October of 2017, Ms. Haroch sold her property and received a Dis-
charge/Transfer/Payout Statement prepared by TD, stating a charge of $12,648.47 on
account of “Prepayment Charge IRD”;’

16. The TD’s discharge statement provided to Ms. Haroch is laconic and the TD did not
seek permission to adduce any other evidence;

17. There were 29 months remaining on Ms. Haroch’s term and TD’s posted rate for a
2-year fixed rate mortgage at the time of her mortgage prepayment was 3.04%.8 It is
worth emphasizing that paragraph 99 of the Judgment a Quo mentions that this posted
rate of 3.04% would be “donc disponible pour d’autres consommateurs qui souscriraient

un prét avec l'argent libéré par le remboursement anticipé”;

18. According to this passage of the Judgment a Quo, TD could now lend to a new cus-
tomer at 3.04% (which is greater than the 2.79% it was generating from Ms. Haroch), yet
the TD nonetheless charged a prepayment penalty of $12,648.47 based on its artificially
inflated calculation of the IRD, instead of $2,247.14 based on 3-months of interest which
would have sufficed to compensate for TD’s loss, if any (and which Ms. Haroch agrees is
reasonable and comprehensible);

19. The penalty was calculated on the false assumption that: (i) the TD gave an identi-
cal discount of 1.95% to all its clients both in March 2015 (when the loan was contracted)
and in October 2017 (when the loan was reimbursed), even though interest rates de-
creased; and (ii) that in late 2017 the TD supposedly issued mortgages to all of its clients

at an interest rate of 1.09% (that is 3.04% minus 1.95%), which is impossible;

20. Moreover, the evidence in the record demonstrated that had Ms. Haroch had her
mortgage with Defendants First National Financial LP or Tangerine Bank and prepaid at
the same time, she would have been charged a prepayment penalty of $2,247.14 (i.e.

more than 500% less than what TD and the other Respondents charge);®

21. Mr. Brook entered into his hypothecary loan agreement with the CIBC at some point
between June 15 and June 22, 2015."° The Deed of Hypothecary Loan was notarized on
June 22, 2015;™

22. Mr. Brook’s hypothecary loan was fixed for a closed term of 5-years at a fixed inter-
est rate of 2.79% (with a 30-year amortization period) after a “discount” of 2.00%;

23. Following the death of his spouse, Mr. Brook sold his property and received a Pay-
out/Discharge Statement dated April 18, 2018, prepared by the CIBC, stating that it will
charge Mr. Brook a prepayment charge based on its artificially inflated calculation result-
ing in an IRD of $29,340.36;?

24. The CIBC’s Discharge Statement indicates that the Comparison Mortgage Rate is
3.24%, which according the Judge a Quo, is the rate that is available for other customers

to borrow from the CIBC with the funds released by Mr. Brook’s prepayment;

25. In calculating the prepayment penalty, the CIBC added the “discount” to the initial
rate, which gave 4.79% and subtracted the posted rate at the time of the reimbursement
(3.24%), for a difference of 1.55%. Again, this calculation falsely assumes that in April
2018: (i) the CIBC granted an identical discount of 2.00% to all similarly situated borrow-
ers; and (ii) that the CIBC was issuing mortgages at an interest rate of 1.24% (that is
3.24% minus the “constant discount” of 2.00%), which is simply not possible;

26. Had Mr. Brook had his mortgage with Defendants First National Financial LP or
Tangerine Bank and prepaid at the same time as he did, he would have been charged a

prepayment penalty of $5,788.69 (i.e. more than 500% less than the CIBC and the other
Respondents charge);'®

27. On May 31, 2018, the Appellants filed their original Application, which was amended
several times until the final version of April 23, 2019;

28. Their Application is supported by 48 exhibits filed in first instance. For the most part,
the facts giving rise to their causes of action are not contested. The hearing in first in-
stance lasted three days (June 26-28, 2019);

29. The only Respondents who filed affidavits in the record are the Fédération des
caisses Desjardins du Québec (the “Fédération Desjardins”) and the Royal Bank of Can-
ada (only one paragraph was authorized). There was therefore no evidence in the record
to support the lawyers’ statement that the “discount” did not vary in time;

30. Neither of the Appellants were examined. The Appellants examined a representa-
tive of Respondent Fédération Desjardins and a representative of Defendant First Na-
tional Financial LP;

31. Following submissions made by counsel for Defendants First National Financial LP
and Tangerine Bank during the authorization hearing, the Appellants informed the Judge
a Quo that they would file a discontinuance against these Defendants, which the Judge a
Quo accepted and which was signed by the parties in the days following the hearing;

Ill. Errors of law

A. The Judge a Quo erred in concluding that the prepayment penalty
clauses are legal

32. The evidence in the record proved that some of the Respondents’ competitors such
as MCAP, as well as Defendants First National Financial LP and Tangerine Bank, would
have charged both Appellants a penalty based on three months of interest, which is
equivalent to more than 500% less than what the Respondents charged them. However,
the Judge a Quo dismissed this comparison as insufficient to demonstrate even the pos-
sibility of abuse;'

33. It is respectfully submitted that by ignoring what some of the other top mortgage
lenders in Canada'® would have charged the Appellants (and therefore all other class

members similarly situated), the Judge a Quo did not apply the teachings of this Court in
Sibiga.'® Had she done so, the Judge a Quo would have found that the Appellants’ pre-
sented a tenable cause of action of abuse and allowed the merits stage to arise;

34. The reason why these other mortgage lenders would have only charged three
months of interest is because they do not add the element of “discount” in their mortgage
contracts or prepayment calculations and therefore comply with the provincial and federal

laws concerning prepayment penalties;

35. Moreover, the prepayment penalty clause is illegal because it allows the Respond-
ents to be compensated for more than their losses (if any), which is triggered when inter-
est rates decrease between the date of the loan and the date of reimbursement, and
which is the only penalty that the federal regulations and guidelines allows the Respond-
ents to charge. As mentioned above, this overcharge is done through the artificial inclu-

sion of a so-called “discount” that artificially and falsely creates or inflates a loss;

36. On this point, it is important to note that none of the Respondents filed any evidence
demonstrating that the discount is the same to all borrowers all the time and the Judge a
Quo made a reviewable mistake by accepting this proposition (for example paragraph
61). Again, it is inconceivable that the Respondents were lending between 1.09% and
1.24%. Actually, none of the Respondents attorneys went so far as to affirm that this was
the case;

37. While this issue was not specifically addressed in the Appellants’ proceeding, it was,
however, argued by all parties and discussed with the Judge a Quo at the hearing and
indeed the Respondents addressed it before the Appellants did. This goes further than
the principle that the authorization judge should “read between the lines” of the Applica-
tion and Exhibits filed in support thereof, since the Judge a Quo and the Respondents’
lawyers addressed this question at length during the hearing;

38. Lastly, at paragraphs 61 and 62 the Judge a Quo identifies three different rates that
all of the Respondents use in calculating the IRD: (i) faux contractuel convenu (contrac-
tual rate); (ii) 'escompte (discount); and (iii) taux affiché (posted rate). In Mr. Brook’s
case, these rates were the following:

(i) Contractual rate: 2.79% (Exhibit P-35, at section 2.1)

(ii) Discount: 2.00% (Exhibit P-36)

(iii) Posted rate: 3.24% (Exhibit P-37)
39. Based on the data above, since the posted rate (3.24%) is greater than the contrac-
tual rate (2.79%) it is impossible to conclude that the CIBC suffered a loss in the form of a
1.55% interest rate differential, unless one is to accept the fantastic and unproven as-
sumption that the CIBC also gave the same discount of 2.00% in April 2018 to all of its

borrowers and that the CIBC was actually issuing mortgages at 1.24% interest at that

time;

B. The Judge a Quo erred in concluding that the prepayment clause is

comprehensible

40. It is admitted that without putting in the concept of “discounts”, the prepayment
penalty clauses could not be contested and would be considered as comprehensible, one
of the reasons being that it is provided for in CG-4;

41. By introducing the concept of “discounts”, the Respondents complicated the clause
to an extent that it could not be understood by a reasonable person (i.e. the
comprehension of the credulous and inexperienced consumer as defined by the Supreme
Court in Richard v. Time Inc., 2012 SCC 8) and that they added an element into the
equation that is not provided for in CG-4;

42. As such, the clause is incomprehensible within the meaning of article 1436 C.C.Q.
and is not made in language and presented in a manner that is clear and simple as
required under subsubsection 6(4) of the Cost of Borrowing (Banks) Regulations,
(SOR/2001-101);

43. Some elements that prove that the clause cannot be understood by a reasonable
person are: (i) that both of Mr. Brook's sons are practicing lawyers and did not
understand the clause;'” and (ii) the representative of the Fédération Desjardins testified
that he did not understand certain elements of the calculation required in order to
calculate the penalty provided for in the clause;'®

44. Also, it is difficult to consider a clause as clear and comprehensible when it takes a
three-day hearing to analyze it and its meaning is still in debate before the Court of
Appeal. It is respectfully submitted that the Judge a Quo misinterpreted it;

45. The Brunelle case considered a different clause as comprehensible, which did not
include the concept of a “discount” and therefore cannot be compared to this case. This
Court was never asked to analyze article 1436 C.C.Q., nor was the IRD calculation part
of the ratio in Brunelle because both Plaintiffs had paid a penalty of three-months interest
(which Mr. Brook and Ms. Haroch agree to pay in the present case). Moreover, in Bru-
nelle this Court reversed the judgment on the merits of a class action, not its authorization
contrary to what is indicated at paragraph 56 of the Judgment a Quo;

46. What is more is that the Judge a Quo even confirms that the clause in the present
case is different than the clause in Brunelle because of the incorporation of language re-
ferring to “discounts”.'® Since the clause is different, it follows that Brunelle could not de-
termine the outcome of the present case — even less so at this stage;

47. Lastly, an obiter by this Court in Brunelle does not have force of res judicata con-
cerning an entirely separate issue. Indeed, both Plaintiffs in Brunelle were charged 3-
months of interest and the IRD issue was not in dispute. They also both had experience
with prepaying hypothecary loans, which is not the case in the present class action (Mr.
Brook is a butcher and Ms. Haroch managed a daycare until she recently retired). The
ratio in Brunelle is that a prepayment penalty of 3-months interest is legal, which is pre-
cisely what the Appellants ask this Court to authorize in the conclusions of their Applica-
tion;

C. The Judge a Quo erred in ignoring the Caisses Desjardins contracts and
the TD Discharge Statement

48. The Appellants filed Exhibit P-46 in support of their Application, which was provided
to them by a putative class member. This exhibit contains the mortgage prepayment pen-
alty calculation charged by Respondent Caisse Desjardins de I'’Administration et des Ser-
vices publics and the contract which provides this Respondent (and all the caisses
Desjardins that use the same prepayment penalty clause) with the right to charge a mort-
gage prepayment penalty;

49. Section 7.2 b) ii) of this contract provides the following:

i) le taux d’intérét recommandé a ce moment par la Fédération des
caisses Desjardins du Québec a ses caisses affiliées pour un prét hy-
pothécaire résidentiel a taux fixe fermé, dont le terme se rapproche le
plus de la durée restante du terme actuel. On peut obtenir ce taux
d’intérét (ci-aprés appelé « le taux de comparaison ») sur le site Inter-
net du Mouvement Desjardins ou en s’adressant a une caisse Desjar-
dins. Si le membre a obtenu une réduction de taux d’intérét dont il
a été informé par écrit lorsque le prét a été accordé, le taux de
comparaison est réduit d’'un pourcentage égal a la réduction de
taux obtenue.

[our emphasis in bold].

50. Section 3 of this contract provides that the interest rate is 2.489% and makes no
mention of a discount. As such, the Caisse Desjardins de I’Administration et des Services
publics had no legal right to reduce the “taux de comparaison” and should have never
charged a penalty based IRD. The calculation based on the contract should have been
the contractual rate (2.489%) minus the posted rate (4.30%) which equals a negative,
therefore no IRD and only 3-months interest could be claimed. This is yet another exam-
ple of the Respondents using the “discount” to artificially create a higher prepayment
penalty for their financial gain;

51. Lastly, Ms. Haroch’s Discharge/Transfer/Payout Statement (Exhibit P-32), created
and provided to her by TD, fails to mention basic information of how the TD imposes the
“Prepayment Charge IRD” of $12,648.47. For instance, the TD fails to mention the posted
rate, the period of time remaining and the comparable mortgage rate used. Not only is the
TD’s prepayment clause unclear at the time of contracting the mortgage, but the dis-
charge documentation it provides to its customers lacks fundamental information for any

reasonable person to be able to comprehend it.

IV. Conclusions

52. For these reasons, may it please the Court to:

I.  ALLOW the appeal;
Il.  SET ASIDE the judgment in first instance;

M. GRANT the Appellants’ 2" Re-Amended Application to Authorize the Bring-
ing of a Class Action and to Appoint the Status of Representative Plaintiffs
according to its conclusions;



V. REFER the file to the Chief Justice of the Superior Court to determine the
district in which the class action should be brought and to designate the
judge who will manage the case;

V. CONDEMN the Respondents to pay the Appellants the legal costs in first
instance and on appeal.
